If
it does, it runs the inlet and annulus distance detection
algorithm and shows a progress indicator in the top right corner
of the viewer icon.

b. Once the clip distance is available, the application will show the
distance for 3 seconds on the top bar, and the Clip button color
will change to green. If the algorithm could not find the inlet-
annulus distance, a “Distance not found” message will appear
on the top bar.

To review the saved clip, click on the Clip button, which opens the
PVAD IQ component for the recently saved clip. For detailed
instructions on using the PVAD IQ software to review exams, see
the PVAD IQ User Manual.
